1. Locate the OEMx. inf file in the y: \WINDOWS\inf\ directory, where
x is the random number assigned to the INF file by Windows, and
v+ \ is the root directory where Windows is installed.

@ Note New security updates to Microsoft Vista and NI-DAQ 8.6 create random INF files
for NI hardware. Windows assigns random file numbers to all INF files, which causes the
user to search through several INF files until the correct file is located.

(Windows Vista) In the Device Manager, notice that the OEM device
now appears as My Device, as shown in Figure 11.

(Windows XP) In the Device Manager, right-click the OEM device under

Data Acquisition Devices, and select Uninstall. Disconnect the USB
cable from your PC.

When you reconnect the device, it appears as My Device in the Found New
Hardware Wizard and Windows Device Manager, as shown in Figure 11.
